Molecular Genetic Pathology Fellowship 

Description of Program:

The molecular pathology fellowship is an ACGME-accredited, two-year flexible program designed to train individuals for academic careers including disease-oriented basic research, development of molecularly-based diagnostic technologies, and molecularly-oriented clinical research. More than 44 faculty members in the Department of Pathology, Human Genetics and others teach or mentor research in this program. Training consists of a didactic course in molecular biology, introductory rotations through selected basic and applied laboratories, and an in-depth research-oriented experience under the direction of a faculty mentor. Current research activities include: molecular oncology including diagnostic development and fundamental neoplastic mechanisms, renal pathology, transplantation, immunopathology including HIV-related research, neuropathology focusing upon mechanisms of degenerative disorders, immunohematology, clinical chemistry, molecular microbiology, and comparative pathology. Fellows may incorporate genomic and proteomic approaches into their research making use of available departmental core facilities. 

Requirements: Applicants should possess MD, PhD or equivalent doctoral degrees and have completed one or more years of training in general pathology or genetics or have experience in a relevant scientific discipline.
